Mon. March 6 Fine to bring food on vans. Meet at Facilities by  1 p.m to load 2 vans which will leave by 1:05; the following students have preregistered to come at 1:25 to load Undine Darney’s van which will leave 1:30:Lindsay, Jacob, Ira, Amelia, Kana, Max, and Ora. Go to Getty Villa via Santa Monica Fwy to PCH. After light at Sunset Blvd, turn right into Getty driveway  before the next light at Coastline.

Some key items to notice:
The experience of an afternoon in a new “ancient Roman villa,” the maritime garden settings, the atrium, the inner courtyard,  the outer Peristyle with long pond and sculpture replicas, and the many rooms of  “Roman” collecting of valuables of Etruscan, Greek, and Roman civilizations.

1st floor Rooms 108-109 Herakles (=Hercules)  (Temple and variety of other genres on one appealing theme.)
1st floor Room 106 Basilica. Apollo and 4 of 9 Muses (room of muses in Urbino has a similar apsed shape, about 1/6 the size)

1st floor, Room 101 or 2nd floor 214 current exhibit – ancient glass (similar to rare glass Piero de’ Medici collected in his study)

2nd floor Room 212 –coins and engraved gems (similar to those Piero de’ Medici collected in his study)

2nd floor Room 207 Women and Children in Antiquity (Note variety of genres that created this exhibit)
2nd floor Rooms 211-210 Athletes and Competition; the Victorious Youth  (yes the original Olympics) (Note variety of genres that created this exhibit)

2nd floor corridor 201b Funerary Sculpture (examples supplement Mack, ch. 5 “In Memoriam”)
2nd floor,  some of 201a, 204, 205 current exhibit on Antiquity & Photography (examples supplement Mack ch. 4 “Living Memory” and Mack ch. 7 on “Memorabilia” on the Getty basic theme nostalgia for Graeco-Roman antiquity)
